Location: Approx 30 km south of Hanceville  (Lee’s Corner) on the Taseko Lake Road 
                                                                                                                                                                            
Cost: 5 days (day 1 and 7 will be traveling days) @ $150/day  includes: breakfast and dinner, 2 
experienced wilderness guides, instruction and the opportunity to experience the breadth, beauty and 
history of the Chilcotin Plateau from the back of your own horse. There could be an opportunity to 
view some of the wild horse herds that reside there.  A deposit of $300/person is needed to secure a 
spot. Balance is to be paid anytime 2 weeks before the start of the ride but of course we will accept 
prepayments if you like. 
 
You will need: this is a wilderness trip where participants learn skills to care for themselves and their 
own horse in a back country setting from the comfort of their tent or camper!  When a deposit is 
received an information package will be sent detailing what you will need to bring.  
 
 Registration:  collected on a first pay, first come basis!  Make a deposit cheque of $300.00 payable 
to Rose Schroeder and mail to 107 Lamson Road, Abbotsford, BC.  V3G 1W2.  Balance is payable 
anytime up to two weeks before the ride commences.  Prepayment by installments before the ride will 
also accepted.   
 
Cancellation Policy: with a month’s notice we will refund all fees paid to date ( - $25.00 fee).  If a 
participant cancels within the last month before the ride date, but provides someone to take their 
place or presents either a vet certificate (for horse illness/lameness) or doctor’s letter (personal health 
issues) they will get a full refund of fees paid to date (-$25.00 fee).  If a replacement cannot be found, 
Ride Management reserves the right to refuse refund of the deposit fee.  Anyone withdrawing during 
the ride will not be refunded.  No refunds for vehicle break down complications.  If the trip has to be 
canceled last minute because of a natural catastrophe (ie. Fire!) all fees will be refunded (-$25.00 
fee.)
